The swung style was communicated with accuracy in the melody and some
attempt at the staccato articulation. Harmonies however,
were often incorrect and
chord changes were often missed.

Piece 2 (out of 22): Shaker Tune

Whilst the notes of the melody were correct, the tempo did suffer from
some rushing and dynamic contrast was not considered. The
harmonies were less
successful though and incorrect and incorrect chords pervaded throughout also making
it impossible for the
mood to be communicated with success.

Piece 3 (out of 22): Star of County Down

Despite some rhythmic errors, the outline of the melody was evident at
the opening. The music soon lost its way however with the
left hand chords
almost always incorrect and notes of the melodic line more improvised than
read.

Scales. Key knowledge was secure but legato line was lacking due to finger
technique. Finger co-ordination was also lacking on the
contrary motion.
